As a former 16 year Superintendent of Schools, it is my pleasure to recommend Ms. Brittany Scott for a position in your Chemistry department.


I have known Brittany for 5 years. She has been my advisee here at Albright, and she has been a student in my EDU 202 Middle Level and Secondary Education Organization/Theory, EDU 525 Current Issues, and EDU 510 Statistics and Research classes.

What has most impressed me about Brittany are the following:


Academic Excellence: Brittany’s transcript speaks for itself. In my classes I have rarely seen the quality of work I received from Brittany. Every assignment was well done and completed ahead of time. When receiving an assignment, Brittany would study the scope of work, ask clarifying questions, and submit a sample of her response for a critique prior to handing in the final product. Please note: Brittany’s Chemistry classes are the same classes taken by the Pre-Med students. There are NO Secondary Education “science” courses at Albright. She also completed the certification of the American Chemical Society as part of her Albright major.

Focus on Improvement: In EDU 202 and EDU 525 students are required to complete out of class essays on the units taught in the course. The essays are graded with an eye to content and to the correctness of English grammar and diction. Brittany’s area is Chemistry. When she received her essays, she would study the corrections and was the only student in two sections that semester to accept my offer to sit with her to review the errors so they would not appear in subsequent work. 


Interpersonal Skills: Brittany excels in her interpersonal skills. In class projects she was often asked to work together with other students. She was always capable of serving in either the leader or the group member role based on the wishes on her peers and/or the difficulty of the task. She always managed to keep the groups focused on the outcomes of the assignments and managed the relationships within the groups very well. We saw these skills actively at work in both her Early Field and Student Teaching Experiences. For a beginning teacher she handled problem children well and gave appropriate attention and help to children with problems.

Sense of Community: Brittany has a strong sense of community. At one point in our EDU 510 class, she and another student came to me with some confidential observations which I needed to know. Handled in a highly professional and non-accusatory manner, she and her colleague gave me the opportunity to resolve an issue related to the class.  She will bring that sense of community identity and mission to your faculty. Brittany will not only be a highly competent instructor on her way to becoming a “master teacher”, she will also be a positive asset and an addition to any secondary faculty on which she serves. She is one of the most positive individuals of her generation with whom I have had the pleasure to work at Albright.


In summary, I can recommend Brittany to you without reservation.


Brittany possesses the instructional delivery skills, the classroom management and organizational skills, and the content mastery needed in today’s secondary schools.
